Day 01 : Delhi

Krishna Balaram Mandir etc. later drive to Agra, on 
arrival check in at hotel and overnight stay in Agra.

Jaipur - the capital of 
Rajasthan was given a colour coat of pink a century 
ago in honour of a visiting Prince and ever since, it has 
retained this colour. Built by Maharaja Jai Singh, the 
notable astronomer, this city is 260 years old. Drive 
past Hawa Mahal & through the pink rose residential 
& business areas. Overnight stay in Jaipur. 

 

  

Day 08 : Jaipur 

Morning visit Amber Fort with an Elephant ride ( at 
extra cost subject to availability) till the main entrance 
of the fort. Amber Fort was the ancient capital of the 
State. After the photo stop at Jal Mahal, Visit 
Maharaja's City Palace, the Observatory Visit the 
Sheesh Mahal or the Hall of Victory glittering with 
mirrors , Elbert Museum , Jantar Mantar , Hawa 
Mahal  Evening free for shopping on your own. Return 
to hotel for the overnight stay in Jaipur. 

 

Day 09 : Jaipur / Delhi 

After breakfast check out from the hotel and drive to Delhi and drop at Delhi International airport 
for an onward journey.

Travel Tips 

  

1) Weather Conditions: 



 

Pack your clothing depending on your location and the month of travel. For summers, full sleeves t-
shirts to sweatshirts should be carried but for winters, heavy woollen clothing is recommended.

2) Id proofs 

Government issued identity proofs need to be shown at the hotel or resort before check-in. Always keep 
the Id proof with yourself while travelling. Keep a digital copy of your documents in your mobile devices 
in case of loss or emergency. (Pan card won’t be acceptable) 

  

Safety Tips
